Since there are some very sensitive chips on the bottom of the PCB, please always ground yourself, or make sure you are in a static free environment when you open the DB2 case for OPAMP rolling or other modifications., 
Charging the Batteries:
Use the furnished AC adapter or USB cable to charge the batteries. Connect the adapter to the DB2 and turn the charge switch to ON position. 
The lamp 1 is the charging indicator for the battery of analog section. The lamp 2 is the charging indicator for the battery of digital section. When the DB2 starts charging, the red color charge lamps turn on. It takes about 7 hours to charge the completely drained batteries. At the point the red color charge lamps turn off, the batteries are fully charged. The DB2 has overcharge protection; you can leave the DB2 plugged and no over-charging concerns.
